Preventative Measures for HIN1 Virus

The Virginia Beach Convention Center is committed to the safety and health of our patrons.
Please take note of the following precautions we are taking to ensure our facility is adequately

sanitized:

Cleaning guest areas

VBCC employees have been trained in flu transmission methods and the
importance of good hygiene practices such as frequent hand washing, frequent
sanitizing of surfaces and coughing/sneezing etiquette.

Restrooms feature hands-free amenities including hand soap, paper towel
dispensers and faucets

Antibacterial foam dispensers are strategically distributed throughout the
center’s public spaces

Staff frequently cleans with an approved EPA registered disinfectant cleaner with
Influenza A claims

Staff is trained on flu transmission methods and proper cleaning protocols
including; wearing personal protective equipment such as gloves, use of
appropriate cleaning and disinfecting products and methods, proper disposal of
solid waste and frequent hand washing.

Staff follows best practices in floor maintenance that utilizes frequent exchanges
of microfiber mop pads rather than string mops in buckets of dirty water.

Clean and disinfect all restroom facilities which are in use by employees and
guests daily or more frequently depending on use.

Increase the frequency at which trash is collected and disposed of.

As frequently as is practical, we provide sanitary wipes and clean hard surfaces
that are commonly touched with a neutral detergent followed by a disinfectant
solution. Hard surfaces may include:

Hand rails

Door knobs/handles/push plates

Elevator buttons

Counter tops and Table Tops

Window Sills

Light Switches

Chair arms

Trash Receptacles

Water Fountains
